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STC FOCUSES ON FUTURE MARKETS AFTER SS1 WINS X PRIZE
SpaceShipOne (SS1), a craft created by Burt Rutan and Paul Allen to win the X PRIZE, achieved its goal today and secured the $10M prize.  STC congratulates the team behind SS1 for taking an important step towards cost-effective private space transportation.  STC congratulates their rocket engine supplier, SpaceDev, of San Diego, California.
Space Transport Corporation (STC) thanks the X PRIZE Foundation for creating the exciting competition that has, to a large extent, galvanized private space development.  Along with many of the X PRIZE competitors, STC will continue developing the technologies that will allow tourism and “space trucking” to orbit, to the moon, and beyond.  STC believes that its simple solutions will lead to low price tags.
STC will to continue development of the Rubicon Suborbital Tourism Vehicle in the Rubicon 2 (R2) launch on the 16th or 17th of October from a site on the Makah Reservation near Neah Bay, Washington.  The launch was scheduled for the 9th, but weather does not look favorable for that weekend (it’s not Mojave out here).  More information will be released on launch plans early next week.
The R2 flight will set the stage for the next steps in the Rubicon project and also in STC’s Nano-Satellite Orbital Launch Vehicle (N-SOLV) project.  STC looks forward to working with various potential financiers to fund one or both of those projects which use similar STC-developed rocket engines and guidance systems.
